To help to guide you through the booking process: 

1.  Click in the circular symbol in the link above 
2. First time go to “create a log-in” (top right corner of your screen) 
3. Enter the details requested.  Please note, if you are booking a “virtual slot” (praying remotely) please enter 

the word “virtual” before your first name.  You can have two log-ins – one for virtual and another for in-
person slots. 

4. You can then select a time on the calendar to pray – this can be a single hour, or multiple hours, and you can 
make as many bookings as you wish.

6. Alternatively, write your name and preferred booking slot(s) on the sheet at the back of church and a 

booking will be made for you.
